After an extended weekend with her family, Rev. Gladys Manns Williams went
to be with the Lord on July 31, 2013 just before dawn. Gladys was 85. She is
preceded in death by her husband Rev. William A. Williams, and her daughter,
Gloria Williams Boyd.
